The older | get the
more | realize that none of
the really important things
in life will ever be
accomplished without the
rigors of personal
discipline. And tithing is a
discipline; it doesn’t come
naturally. It requires a
decision on the front end,
but after thatitis a
discipline. Tithing should
not be something that we
re-evaluate as a decision
each week any more than
we re-evaluate whether or
not to feed our children or
do any other thing that we
believe is a priority for life.

A discipline is
something that goes
against our natural
inclinations and is there-
fore not easy. Just as an
athlete goes through his
exercises even on days
when he doesn't feel like
it, so tithing must be
accomplished in the face
of fear or uncertainty. If
you decide to wait to give
to God, to see if the rest
your financial month falls
into place first, then you
are yielding to the
temptation to make tithing
a daily decision instead of
a daily discipline.

That is not to say
you don’t have a decision
to make. YOU must
decide if you are going to
trust God, to take Him at
His word. When God

says, “...try menow ...,"
that is your invitation to
trust Him.

The only way to
decide is to decide “now”
- not when things get
financially where you want
them to be. In fact, the
way to get them where you
want them to be is to
decide today that you are
going to obey God in the
matter of the tithe. You
cannot make a discipline
out of something you have
not first decided to do.

One of the great
things about tithing is that
it is defined. Where is the
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entry point in prayer? In
worship? In fellowship?
Those are very subjective
areas of the Christian life.
But the entry point for
financial stewardship is
God's tithe.

Ten percent is
one-tenth of your income.
We are either tithing or we
are not. Many people
who thought they were
tithing are surprised when
it comes to tax time and
they figure out their giving
records and compare it to
their income and they
don’t match.

Friends, don't
wait until the end of the

year to discover whether or
not you are tithing.

The foundational
truth about tithing, about
stewardship, is that it is an
act of worship-a way to say
to the God from whom all
blessings flow, “I love You
and worship You for
Your bountiful
goodness to me.”

The issue is not
that we “HAVE” to tithe,
but that we “GET” to tithe.
Giving back to God is a
way to demonstrate that
we understand how much
He has first gave to us.
